Producers Association to create this unique educational experience.

Also featured will be a rotating display of maple producing artifacts, from wooden buckets
and spouts, to maple sugar molds and evaporators.

This tour also features a unique photo opportunity when participants pass from one section
of this historic building to the second. Framed within this section are the mountains of the
Presidential Range.

Syrup with sour pickles, to cut the sweetness, is just one of the highlights participants will
enjoy during the tour.
